3. Make sure the power supply voltage is correct before using the camera.

4. Incorrectly connecting the power supply or replacing the battery may cause an explosion, fire, electric shock, or
damage to the product.

5. Do not connect multiple cameras to a single adapter. Exceeding the capacity may cause excessive heat
generation or fire.

6. Securely plug the power cord into the power source. An insecure connection may cause a fire.

7. When installing the camera, fasten it securely and firmly. A falling camera may cause personal injury.

8. Do not install in a location subject to elevated temperature, low temperature, or high humidity. Doing so may
cause fire or electric shock.

8. Do not block any ventilation openings. Install following the manufacturer’s instructions.

9. A polarized or grounding-type plug is recommended for this product. A polarized plug has two blades with one
wider than the other. A grounding-type plug has two blades and a third grounding prong. If the provided plug
does not fit into your outlet, consult an electrician for replacement.

10. Protect the power cord from being walked on or pinched particularly at plugs, convenience receptacles, and the
point where they exit from the product.

1. If any laser equipment is used near the product, make sure the surface of the sensor is not exposed to the laser
beam as that may damage the sensor module.

12. If you want to move the already installed product, be sure to turn off the power and then move or reinstall it.

STEP 1- PREPARING TO MOUNT THE CAMERA

1. For the installation, remove the dome using the wrench included with the camera to loosen the
three (3) screws on the base of the dome. Remove the protection film between the dome and
the camera module.

WARNING DO NOT TOUCH THE BUBBLE.

CleanView" Hydrophobic Dome Coating has been applied to the

dome.
2. Remove the existing moisture packet and insert the
new packet in its place. The camera will generate t

enough heat to dry moisture during operation. In
case of a moisture issue, keep the moisture absorber
in the camera for up to six (6) months.

3. Using the mounting template sheet or the camera itself, mark and drill the necessary holes in
the mounting surface.

STEP 2 - POWERING THE CAMERA

Pass the wires through and make all necessary connections.

STEP 3 - INSTALLING THE CAMERA

Attach the camera to the mounting surface using the included anchors and screws.
To mount the camera using the mounting bolt and screws:
a. Secure the mounting screws to the camera’s base.

b. Use the mounting nuts to secure the camera to the mounting surface.

Rotation 375°

Adjust the camera’s tilt and angle by loosening the tilt screw at the base of the camera
module. Tighten the screw once the adjustment is complete.

NOTE: When setting up the camera for the first time, use the CALIBRATE button on
the camera’s web GUI to auto calibrate the camera’s lens before operation.

Assemble the dome cover over the camera body. Align the dome and
bottom case to match the case outline.

NOTE: Be careful not to alter the direction of the camera module.

Remove the protective film from the dome. Softly wipe the dome with lens tissue or a
microfiber cloth to remove any dust or smudges left from the installation process.

Reset Button

Resetting the camera: With the camera powered
ON, press the reset button for five (5) seconds
to initiate a camera-wide reset of all the settings,
including network settings.
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STEP 4 - CABLING

Network cable - To connect an RJ45 cable to the camera:

Option A (Recommended):

a. Remove the grommet plug.
b. Pass the network cable through the grommet at the base of the camera.
c. Once the cable is through, add the RJ45 connector.
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Use the cable with a diameter of 0.19” ~
20.31” (@5.0 ~ 28.0mm).

Depending on the installation environment,
remove the rubber plug on the side of the

NOTE: camera’s bracket and use the gap as a cable
guide to prevent cables from getting caught
between the camera and the mounting
surface, which can cause damage to the
cables or prevent a proper mounting.

Option B:

a. Attach the included RJ45 installation tool to the network cable.
b. Remove the grommet plug.

c. Pass the network cable through the grommet.
Pay attention to the direction of the grommet connection.

d. Once the cable’s connector is through, remove
the installation tool.
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Once the network cable is passed through the grommet:
a. Insert the grommet into the bottom the camera base.

NOTE: Bending the cable may cause water leakage.

b. Connect the RJ45 into the camera’s network input at
the base of the camera.

. Sensor Input (DI) - Connect an alarm input device to + and - of the Terminal

Block.

. Relay Out (DO) - Connect alarm lights or siren (normal open or normal close) to

the + and - of the Terminal Block.

. Microphone - The camera has a built-in microphone, controlled from the

camera’s web viewer.

. Audio output - Connect an amplifier or speaker to the audio output in the

Terminal Block.
